	Public Participation (5 members of the public)

Cllr Pat Wilson of Blofield PC spoke about setting up a Good Neighbour scheme with Brundall and Blofield working in partnership. A Brundall resident Trevor Plater spoke about an offer to help set up this initiative.
Christine Wheeler. Of the Brundall First Responders spoke about 2 more defibrulators being considered for Brundall. The Community Heartbeat Trust have asked villages to consider maintenance costs for the future. Also there is no insurance available for them. She asked the Council to consider adding these to the Council’s Asset Register

Ian Dinmore spoke about the Wherry Lines Partnership. Brundall Station is currently being looked after by Tanya Ward our Station Adopter. He asked the Council to consider either some funding to continue work to further improve the station and to write a letter of support to Broadland District Council to support their efforts to fundraise for a signage scheme to improve passenger/visitor information.

Greg Chandler spoke about the Countryside Park. A working party has planted cowslips and primroses in the South corner kindly donated by Janet Muter. A working party is planned to plant the car park perimeter hedging.

	Neighbourhood Plan

Cllr Davies explained the process leading up to the present and the outcome of the Independent Examiner, Ann Skipper’s report. Cllr Davies expressed he is satisfied of the highest level of professionalism of the Examiner. The Examiner has recommended the Plan is appropriate for Referendum subject to some recommended modifications. 2 of the amendments involve deletion of 2 policies:

Policy 7 Boating and Marine Business – She is unambiguous in stating the policy is flawed by not being compatible with the broader policy framework. It is inflexibly vague and its impracticality and narrowness may not help to achieve sustainability.
Policy 8 Leisure and Tourism – She is sympathetic with the ambition of the policy but it is unacceptable in its form due to being unable to pinpoint a specific location. The half asterix aiming to pinpoint a site is not defined as clear. The policy is not compatible with the Site Specific Policies.

The Council needs to decide how it wishes to respond bearing in mind our Plan is now formally in the hands of Broadland DC who are the official respondents.

The Council being made aware of the various options to reply. Cllr Davies recommended the Council defers to her judgement and forego the 2 policies in order to achieve the majority of policies within the Plan.

Cllr Davies proposed the following wording be sent as comment to Broadland Planners:

“The Parish Council, respectful of the Independent Examiner's authority and expertise, accepts her Report and requests Broadland District Council to make such amendments as she requires in order to put the Neighbourhood Plan to the Brundall electorate in a referendum”
It was resolved by a unanimous decision to approve the above wording to be sent to Broadland Planning for agreement at Cabinet.
A second proposal was made to send our thanks and appreciation to consultants Ingham and Pinnock without whose guidance we had, would have made it almost impossible to achieve the progress to date.

It was resolved by a unanimous decision to send thanks to Ingham and Pinnock Consultants.

The Chairman added to this his heartfelt thanks to Cllr Davies for his counsel and leadership during the whole process.

Cllr Warns reported that at the meeting of 22nd October he had been voted in as Chairman. Maintenance to the boardwalk was again discussed and it was decided to investigate the costs of replacing the whole boardwalk using recycled sections.

A grant could be sought to finance the project.

Of concern was the over stay of boats at the 24 hour mooring.
Cremer’s Meadow
Cllr Buckley reported that the digger work has been carried out. The silt trap to improve the flow at the southern end has been carried out and the large pile of rubble has been buried. The new gates at the southern end have been fitted. Working parties from Aviva and McDonalds are also in the pipeline. Offers to get involved have also come from a student at University College London affiliated with the Wildlife Trust to use the area as work experience for tree felling.

Next steps by the Friends shall be to consider a pathway via the Meadow and some tree felling. The Chairman expressed his thanks to all Friends and Councillors for their input.
Allotments – Agreement to allow Non Brundall Residents to occupy a plot.

Cllr Buckley reported that the BAA felt this was a sensible way forward and also practical. 
It was resolved by a unanimous decision to rescind the previous resolution 2013-277
(Not allowing non-Brundall residents to rent a plot and for the decision to be reviewed in March 2016).
It was resolved by a unanimous decision to allow non Brundall residents to apply for and rent a plot but that Brundall applicants will always be given a priority on the waiting list. The Council also had no plans to charge non-Brundall residents a higher fee.
