	Public Participation

County Councillor Andrew Proctor delivered his report: 
The Western Link appears to have more people in favour than not. Planning permission is going through and funding for the major routes is also being sought. The Council is eligible for 85% funding but 15% has to be found locally. The road is expected to be started in 2022 and will tie in with the A47 dualling. The Council’s business plan for Norfolk involves the Council being outward looking and working better with its partners. The LGA has begun a “Councils Can” campaign to get a new deal for local government.
The Quantum Land planning application for the land east of Brundall Memorial Hall was rejected. The speakers all spoke well. The application was contrary to local policy and it was a surprise that the officer recommended approval. QL may appeal but the reasons to refuse were all “in policy”.

The Chairman enquired if the A47 dualling is on schedule? The scheme is due to begin in early 2020.

There was no District Council report given.

A member of the public raised a query about the footpath from Highfield Avenue to the Memorial Hall (FP1) and concerns about the amount of foliage growing, therefore displacing the actual footpath route. The Clerk has promised to follow this up. *
She also urged the Council to look into obtaining ownership of the field but was concerned at where the money would come from? The Chairman would be covering this in his Report.

	Chairman’s Report

The Chairman gave his report:

“The key issue I want to report tonight is the decision of Broadland Council planning committee to refuse permission for the proposed development of 170 houses by QL on land east of the memorial hall. This is a significant and important result for our local community and demonstrates the impact that the local campaign by ‘Brundall Says No’ supported by this Council’s clear and unambiguous position to object to the proposal, further supported by County Councillor Andrew Proctor. 

It clearly demonstrates the importance of having a clear Neighbourhood plan for our local community and this was referenced in the arguments against the proposal 

However we must be aware that it is likely that Broadland's decision may be appealed but we must not rest on our laurels and we will need to develop our plans further for the allocated recreational space of 4.9ha which may include an application for compulsory purchase. However, such processes are lengthy and complex, but I believe we have now reached the stage of needing to clearly state our position regarding this recreational provision to be complementary to our other provision in the parish including the Sports Hub. 

We know from our agendas over several months that highways issues in the village are a major cause for concern amongst villagers and I can report that prior to this meeting we met with County Councillor Andrew Proctor to discuss the issues surrounding inconsiderate parking at Highfield Avenue and the school roads. Andrew has taken away some key information with a view to finding the most appropriate restrictions and we hope to make use of his County funding for the legal processes involved”.*

	Report from the LA Cluster meeting between Brundall, Postwick and Blofield Parish Councils

Blofield PC. Consulting on a new site for the middle school. Marty’s Marsh want to work closely with Cremer’s Meadow friends to create two excellent sites for quiet enjoyment and they intend to tap into the Green Infrastructure funding available. They are supportive of the Sports Hub and want to be involved. They are currently carrying out a village survey to ask residents how they wish for the incoming CIL monies to be spent. Blofield have no land on which to spend their money and so the survey will be interesting.

Postwick PC. Work on the new Plymouth Brethren Church is underway. The traveller issue at the park and ride area is still of concern. It is partly private and partly Norfolk County Council land. There is yet another planning application submitted for the new fuel station/lorry park by Pigeon Investment. Highways do not appear to have objected which is surprising. Postwick PC would like to support Brundall’s PROW campaign for access to the river views.
Brundall PC. Councillors reported the refusal of the QL planning application. They reported the speeding in the village concerns as well as the dangerous and inconsiderate parking and the Council’s efforts to seek parking restrictions. 

Strumpshaw PC reported that they are having a development on Mill Road. There will be a new village hall built. Cantley PC has taken over a charitable trust in the village and are also seeking new allotments. There could also be a new Youth Council and it was suggested at looking once again at a Cluster Youth Council.

	Planning – Decisions:

Quantum Land 20171386. This application was refused. Cllr Warne remarked that the application had been out for some years now. Consideration needs to be given to the possibility of another offer to the landowner and if, as last time, the offer is rejected, to look at a compulsory purchase order. In order to possibly finance this the Council could look to a public works loan. Cllr Buckley suggested that if the village were behind such a venture then perhaps crowdfunding might be a way to also achieve some funding. Cllr Nurden reminded the Council that this field has been entered into the latest Greater Norwich Local Plan, firstly as a site for housing (200) but also as a site for recreation, as submitted by this Council. It will be of interest to see how the submissions are received by the Inspectorate. Cllr Nurden urged the village to make representations to the GNLP when it goes out again for consultation in late September 2019. The Chairman instructed the Clerk to place an Agenda item for the August meeting for discussion about a possible CPO on the land and to look into what the processes for such an initiative are and options for borrowing via our agents who previously advised us. CDROB also need to discuss the land. Cllr Warne concluded that the land doesn’t have to have formal recreation on it. Cllr Nurden mentioned that it was a great area for the parkrun to consider moving to. It was noted that our District Councillor spoke against the application. Advice could also be sought from Reedham PC as they have previously done a CPO before as well as looking at our own back records regarding Berryfields.

The Planning application is still underway via the contractors and it is envisaged that it will be submitted around September or October, where it will go out for public consultation. Norfolk Homes are still awaiting the outcome of their application for reserved matters. Once determined and the development commences, this triggers the access to the land for the Sports Hub construction. The future potential operator needs to be worked on and the vat implications are also being analysed as the amounts involved are significant. The council’s subgroup met with Blofield and Postwick Parish Councils to inform them of progress to date and to, perhaps, see if they were interested in contributing to the project as it benefits their parishes too. We still have not heard back from our funding application to the A47 North Burlingham duelling funders.
