2018-0223: BDC confirmed the tax base was 1656 but did not give a reason for the difference from the first draft. It was suggested that next year a provisional budget was sent to Broadland until they could provide the final tax base figures. 	Land Management 
A report from the Land Management Committee Chairman Cllr Price was read to the Council:

“Allotments 

Rentals are still coming in and I understand from the figures we are above budget and the position seems to be there will shortly be awaiting list. So positive news. 

Cemetery  

Following last months report, quotations are being sourced for the clean up/revamp of the carpark area and it is anticipated these should be in by next meeting. 

Cremer's Meadow 

Maintenance is ongoing as normal and I am informed that various projects are in hand. 

Countryside Park
I am aware that the disabled parking signs have been placed in position at the Countryside Car park. Thanks to Richard and Greg.

Park Run 
I am not aware of any progress.  

Park and Ride Seats 
No further information to impart. 

Cleaning Contract
The contractor has agreed to continue the contract subject to a minimal cost increase which the Clerk can verify. I recommend acceptance of this and also the possibility of making it a 3 - year deal with annual increases like to CPI and additional work charged as per required (if any). This is for reasons of cost saving and continuity.

Rectory Bus Stop
The Clerk is investigating and from what evidence we have so far it seems Konnect Buses have some liability.

Car Park Project for Cremer's Meadow 
Claudia has done an impressive paper on the Car Park feasibility study and in my opinion should be approved so a proper approach can be undertaken to ascertain the validity of the proposed facility in line with the paper provided. I strongly recommend this for approval. This is not about whether we have Car Park or not at this stage but purely about the moving forward with the feasibility study in line with Chairman's ruling last month.”
The Council debated the need for a feasibility study for a car park for Cremer’s Meadow.  The Clerk had presented a report detailing what could need to be considered and possible sites.  Cllr Buckley expressed disappointment that as lead Councillor for Cremer’s she had not been consulted first about the proposal for a car park.  Cllr Warne was concerned that the Council was not discharging its duty under the Equalities Act if a car park was not to be provided.

Cllr Buckley proposed a motion that a feasibility study be undertaken for an offsite car park for Cremer’s. This was seconded but was defeated by 6 votes to 3 with one abstention.

Cllr Warns proposed the motion of no car park for Cremer’s.  The Council approved the motion with 1 vote against and 1 abstention.

Cremer’s Meadow
Cllr Buckley updated the Council: a tidy up of the remaining logs will happen on Friday.  The purchase of Marty’s Marsh by Blofield Parish Council is likely to be complete by the end of the month with a change of use being finalised by September.  The Friends will be linking closely with those involved in Blofield to make sure we work together effectively.  The Parish Council owns the strip of land on the northern bank of the stream.  There is a 2ft weir further upstream from the Cremer’s weir.  The Orchid Day will be in June this year.  The first bird walk will be on the 6th April at 7.30am.
Park Run

Clarification of the closure procedure of the park run was given.  There is joint co-ordination between the Park Run director and the Countryside Park Manager.  A closure may be scheduled in the Spring to allow the grass to recover.  The policy has not changed.

	Memorial Hall Trustees report

Bookings are going well.  1 trustee has resigned due to ill health.

The Committee are still looking at taking on responsibility for the Youth Shelter.  They would like to be able to open it again, but for it to be closed at night, however there are still a few concerns to be investigated.  A motion for the Council to donate the Youth Shelter to the Memorial Hall was agreed, with 1 abstention.

	Planning – Household

BA/2019/0023/FUL – installation of a new access ramp connecting to platform 1 and works associated to the upgrade of level crossing at Station Road, NR13 5LA. The Council voted, with one abstention, to support the application.
TPO 2019 No 1 - 11 Station New Road – a row of douglas firs. The Council agreed with the recommendation of the Tree Warden to support the application, with 2 abstentions.
TPO 20182071 – to reduce the crown of existing TPO’d tree.  The Council agreed with the recommendation of the Tree Warden to support the application, with 2 abstentions.

A proposal to give the Advisory Committee a more scrutinising role was presented to the Council.  There is more complex work for the Council to undertake with more adherence to rules and regulations required.  Analytical questioning of procedure may be advantageous to proving transparency.  Concerns were raised that total scrutiny of everything requires too much work for Councillors and the Clerk.  It was agreed that the in the terms of reference the word ‘review’ will be changed to ‘scrutinise’.

	Clerk’s Correspondence
Following the meeting on the 1st February the manager at the marina confirmed that he instigated no entry signs when the East Hills cafe opened, 3 or 4 years ago when those going to the cafe were walking round the marina. He also confirmed that locals have used the walkways for as long as he could remember.  No action for opening up the marina to residents was agreed but the meeting was amicable.  Cllr Britt explained that the next steps for CDROB will be determining where new right of way will be. The parish may have to be firm that they want right of way and not a permissive path.  Villagers will be asked to sign a document confirming they have walked the paths over the years.  Once evidence has been gathered it will be sent to Norfolk County Council and on to the Secretary of State.  Ownership of the land will also need to be determined.
Broads Authority Local Plan consultation was completed by Cllrs Britt and Warns.
