20171386 - Land East of the Memorial Hall  - it was agreed, with 2 abstentions, to object to the application on the following grounds:
· increased traffic on the Cucumber Lane roundabout

· the access point and traffic over Bay Bridge

· increased traffic volumes through the village

· number of houses already built in the village in the last few years

· impact on the infrastructure

· the commitment to affordable and supported housing is not strong enough

· the development reduces the green corridor between Brundall and Blofield

· the development is outside the defined settlement limit

· strength of public opinion against the development

· failure to address the issues from the last application
20181008 - erection of 1 dwelling (outline) at Land to the rear of Riverdale, 20 Strumpshaw Road, NR13 5PA - it was agreed, with 2 abstentions, to object to the application on the following grounds:

· the proposed application is in one of the few remaining areas of natural beauty
· counter to the Neighbourhood Plan

· flood area/poor drainage

· no more new builds, development in designated allocated sites only
