1. Housekeeping
The Chairman advised everyone in attendance of the location of the fire escapes and the procedure to be followed in the event of an evacuation.  No fire alarm was expected.

2. Welcome and Membership of CDROB - Chair and Members

All attendees introduced themselves and stated who they were representing.

3. Apologies 
John Warne (Parish Council), Gill Buckley (Cremer’s Meadow), Mike Savory. No apologies were received from the school, Norfolk County Council, Neil Wards,.
4. Declarations of Interests
Grant Nurden – any Broadland planning issues.
5. CDROB Terms of Reference

A reminder that “the Committee is appointed by the Parish Council to explore/investigate all potential recreational development opportunities in Brundall”.  The purpose and philosophy of the group is to work and network together in order to create a synergist approach toward recreational development opportunities.
6. Minutes of Meeting 21st September 2018
Amended to remove JWs investigating a presentation from the Sentinel Trust.  It was agreed to accept the amended minutes.

7. Matters arising 
Mike Savory was contacted by LB and he hoped to attend today.
8. Brundall Memorial Hall

3 Trustees have left since the AGM.  The small group left are focusing on expanding volunteers and additional Trustees. There has not been much success in recruiting new Trustees, although there has been some interest. There are currently 4 elected Trustees remaining plus 2 appointed Trustees. Jamie Smith is now Chair, Josh Whitwood Vice-Chair.  

Interviews for a new administrator will be taking place soon.  
A new website has been created, which will be going live shortly.  It will include a list of all the clubs using the Hall and links to their own websites.
9. Youth Shelter

A proposal for the Memorial Hall to take on and manage the Youth Shelter will be put to the next Trustees meeting. The meeting thought that it would be a wasted opportunity to have it and not use it.
Josh Whitwood joined the meeting.

10. Land East of the Memorial Hall

The application sits before Broadland but hasn’t been approved or rejected yet.  There is no date yet for when it will go before the Planning Committee.  The Parish Council rebuffed several inconsistencies in the most recent application including the offer of recreation land not being as per BRU3, the Run Dyke (Country Park) being useable as recreational space due to environmental sensitivity and flooding, and the suggestion the recreation land be returned to the landowner as the Parish and Broadland cannot decide what to do with it.  QL also cancelled the last meeting the Parish Council were due to have with them.
It is expected the new Memorial Hall committee and the Parish Council will work closely to develop the recreation land.

The GNLP consultation finishes on the 14th December. The whole field has been put forward by the Parish Council for recreation.  This should be promoted so the village can get behind this to add weight to when the application goes before the Planning Committee.  It was suggested to advertise this to the ‘No to 200’ group and Social Media to get the message out that the Parish Council are doing something.

Visual ideas for the recreation area to be put forward for consideration by the village to help coalesce plans for the future recreation space.
The meeting agreed that it supports the idea that it should be recreational ground.

Sub-committee group of JWs, LB and additional personnel to meet next week.

11. 3G Football Pitch

The current proposed plans were shown to the Committee.  It was recommended that the youth of Brundall should be consulted about any development of the open space by the car park.
Management of the site is likely to be by the FA but this has yet to be decided.  Involvement and consultation through CDROB was suggested.
PL informed the meeting there are a number of young people who are motivated to feed their thoughts into the recreation provision in Brundall.

12. Working to Combat Isolation in the Community (Church minibus)

The project is progressing well and it is hoped the minibus can be purchased in the New Year.  Volunteer drivers have been recruited.  
13. Meadow View play area
The equipment is quite old but no development will take place until the QL development has been decided.  There is a play area identified in their plans.  It is used by the quieter children.
14. Riverside Access

Several parishioners have requested clarity regarding the access rights on Riverside.  JWs has contacted the Broads Authority but is waiting for their response.  Contact to be made with the Riverside Association or the Marina by LB.
