	Chairman’s Report

The Chairman gave his report.
“The forthcoming district council elections later this week have also included parish council elections, but with 10 nominations in Brundall (and with 12 councillor vacancies) those candidates will be elected unopposed. 

This means that we have two councillor vacancies, but I am of the view that we should not rush to co-opt new councillors to these positions but to ensure that we are clear what additional skills and experience we would like to co-opt and then consider nominations in due course. 
This will of course mean that the work of the council will be shared between 10 rather than 12 councillors for the time being and I would encourage all newly re-elected councillors to consider carefully their preference for committee work when we agree nominations at the AGM 
Two councillors, John Warne and Bob Price did not put themselves forward for election and will be standing down from the Council later this week. I would like to take this opportunity to thank them for their respective contributions to the Parish Council over many years with a John having served as Chairman of the PC and Bob as Chairman of Land Management as well as leading the Council’s commemoration of the end of WW1. 
Both have made significant contributions to the Council and we, as a Parish, are extremely grateful to both. Their wisdom, skill and experience will be greatly missed

The work of the PC as we enter our new term if office continues at great pace and we will be reporting later on the agenda about the progress with the Sports Hub for example. I think the next four-year term will be exciting and challenging and I congratulate those councillors who have been re-elected to serve the local community.”

	Complaint from resident – Statement from the Chairman
“I am required to make a statement to the Council tonight regarding a complaint I have received from a resident of the village regarding issues and concerns related to the Parish clerk. 
In accordance with our procedures, I received agreement from the council to appoint a committee comprising myself, Vice-Chairman, Councillor Joe Warns and Councillor Grant Nurden to consider the issues raised and to decide on the what action, if any, the Council would take. 
The Committee met on Wednesday 17 April and invited the complainant, at their request, to attend to set out the issues subject to the complaint but the resident decided not to attend. Therefore the Committee carefully considered the written correspondence received from the complainant and decided that the matters did not come within the remit of the Council as employers of the Parish Clerk and decided to take no further action in this matter unless any new and appropriate evidence is brought to the councils attention. 
I have advised both the complainant and the Parish Clerk of the /Council’s decision in writing.

However, Councillors will be aware that I put in place interim arrangements when the complaint was first made which were to temporarily stop the Clerk and the Deputy Clerk from working from the office based at the Memorial Hall and secondly to temporarily withdraw Lawrence Britt as the Council’s nominated Trustee from the Memorial Hall until further notice. 
Even though the Council has made its final determination on the complaint, the Committee decided to continue with these interim arrangements and to report to Council tonight to seek endorsement, or otherwise, of these arrangements. It is the Committee’s recommendation to the Council that these arrangements continue until the outcome of the Memorial Hall AGM is known, then to review that position. I will put this forward as a two part motion in a moment
Under our procedures I am required to report such issues to the Council in public , hence my statement tonight, but I do appreciate that this does relate to a staff issue and a public complaint therefore if any Councillor requires more information or further discussion which may get into further details I will consider proposing that these matters should then be dealt with in private session at the end of the meeting”. 
Councillor Snowling commented that he believed the appropriate action had been taken and was grateful to the Committee for their actions taken. The Chairman added that in order to maintain the integrity of the Council and to consider any risk to the Clerks, he proposes that the arrangement continues. Cllr Buckley seconded this. It was voted unanimously to continue with the current arrangement until the outcome of the BMH AGM is known.

The Chairman proposed a further motion to continue with the arrangement of withdrawal of Cllr Britt as representative to the PC on the Hall Committee and name a new representative. Before being seconded the Council, asked Cllr Britt if he wished to continue once the role is resumed? He did not wish to continue as a representative of the PC onto the Hall Committee due to loss of trust issues and that he found the experience stressful and pointed out that there is an enormous responsibility to hold on that Committee. Cllr Nurden enquired if the Council does not make a decision at this meeting does the Council have a chance to do so during the coming year of office. Mrs Gibbs stated that no they would miss out on a whole year of representation.
The Council decided to put forward a name Cllr Buckley to serve on paper only until such time as it is known what the outcome of the AGM is. The minimum number of Trustees would be 5 to serve legally.  Mrs Gibbs urged the Council to appoint someone and that the person nominated can change. The second motion proposed by the Chairman was seconded by Cllr Warns and voted for unanimously. Cllr Britt was commended for all his efforts on the Hall Committee.

	Land Management Report
A report from the Land Management Committee Chairman Cllr Price was read to the Council:

“Much in line with last month’s report there has been little activity (if any) on the LM Committee. The main reason is the difficulty in organising a meeting when I have been looking after some personal affairs, been in the process of moving and the fact that other matters have had to take preference this time.

The LM Committee has 2 main things to progress in the new Council Year. They are:

· The completion of the second shard with the names of the fallen in the Cemetery together with the enhancement of the frontage.
· The pursuit of the purchase of or the extension of the lease for the Countryside Park.

Both are extremely important.

At the time of writing I will be unable to stand for election; one member has decided to retire after years of service form the Parish Council and by virtue of that leaves us ineligible on the LM Committee. One has decided to concentrate on other council duties so that leaves only 2 of 5 serving next year. 

The vacancies will be filled and if I could offer a bit inside it would be that the Land Management Committee has great responsibility to the Parish to look after its assets and must be conscious of the costs as well as the benefits. It should also be, in my opinion removed from interested or conflicted parties to maintain the integrity of its decision-making process. 

Both Councillors who remain are well experienced in the Parish affairs and my thanks to them for their support. Thanks are due to both the retiring Councillors for the valued input and to the representatives from our partners who have participated in the meetings. Thanks go to both Claudia and Sharon for their help and enthusiasm in making the running of the Committee so efficient and enjoyable. In conclusion best wishes to the new committee on the task ahead”.
Cllr Price thanked Cllr Warne, Richard Farley, Greg Chandler, the Clerks and Cllr Buckley for all their hard work.

	CDROB report

Cllr Britt updated the Council on the recent meeting held. He reported that the security guards at Tingdene had threatened to call the police on a resident for trespass. The forms and procedures for the Public Right of Way campaign are now underway and it is necessary to find the names and addresses of all the plot owners and to notify them officially once the application is being made.
Re cycleways in Brundall, it was decided to just pursue the Brigham Close footpath and also the Hall to Highfield Avenue footpath for now. Funding sources will be sought once possible costs are known and procedures to improve as investigated. *
There has been no response from the Memorial Hall about the offer of owning the Shelter.

A wheelchair access vehicle has been delivered to the church to assist wheelchair users to get around the village. It is referred to as the WAV. The Sports Hub exhibition of the plans has been put back from 8th June to a date in the near future as the planning application is going ahead and so it would be prudent to let the contractors finalise the plans before issuing for residents’ comments.

	Brundall Sports Hub
The preferred contractor has been contracted to carry out the first stage which is to prepare and submit the planning application. Access to the S106 monies has been agreed but access to the land and the 3G pitch monies cannot be claimed until commencement of the development.  However, Norfolk Homes have this week submitted their Reserved Matters to Broadland Planning and so the Council will be in a position to make a claim to the land and monies once the development works and approved and begin on site. By working on the planning application now by the time the development starts the Council will be in a position to start immediately. The risks are that the development does not take place, but it was pointed out the Norfolk Homes will have already spent a vast amount of money preparing for this development and so the risk has been minimised especially with the advent of their Reserved Matters now lodged.
