4. Minutes of Meeting 22nd February 2019
It was unanimously agreed to accept the minutes.

6. Brundall Sports Hub and Exhibition on 8th June
The notes to the exhibition sub group had been circulated. Julie suggested an effort is made to get the village behind the exhibition day on 8th June. It was decided to incorporate projects of interest to the village such as the Public Rights of Way on Tingdene, the Cycleways projects and to have on hand pictorials and write ups about land in Brundall such as the parkrun and allotments and Cremer’s etc.
With regard to the Sports Hub the key would be to try to get residents to interact with the proposals and find out from them ways in which the Hub can be used.

It was suggested that perhaps the Parish Council might be able to look at the membership of the Land Management Committee to change the mix of membership from just Councillors to a mix of non-councillors. Questions were raised as to whether the Council needs to update the structures of all its Committees to suit the changing nature of the village.

The Exhibition day on 8th June arrangements:

Collect information from the Medical Centre, Brundall Memorial Hall – (Invite the groups at the Hall to advertise their own groups and encourage new memberships), the FA, the Church etc.

Do an unveiling of the Cycleway proposed joined up routes and how they will be achieved.

Peter will try to use his contacts to invite St Thomas to allow us to use their equipment for certain sports activities for the children to try in the Hall and outer grounds.  Have cards to fill out regarding what people would like to sign up to e.g. Kwik Cricket. Josh could be asked to provide gardening advice. The representatives need to be invited from those groups to be on hand to give out the information.

The next month there will be a bigger article detailing the event and what will be on hand.

7. Healthy Access and Riverside Path Access Update
