Minutes of the CDROB (Committee for Development of Recreational Opportunities in Brundall) 
Meeting Date: 5th October 2020 via Zoom meeting 7.00 pm

4. Minutes of Meeting 12th August 2020
It was agreed with a majority vote and 2 abstentions to accept the minutes.

7. Public Participation (15 mins) – No member of the public was present to speak
8. Draft letter of intent between the Memorial Hall, Yare Valley Churches and Brundall Parish Council
The Chairman explained the background reasoning as to his suggested amendments It was agreed for the next stages to take place:
The Clerk to send the Chairman’s version to Richard, Peter and Kevin to distribute to their respective organizations.

Comments from the 3 organizations will be fed back to CDROB to embed.

The final draft version will go back to the 3 organizations to adopt.

9. Land East of Brundall Memorial Hall- 
The Clerk explained the procedures and how the Appeal was going:
The main issues relate to:

The Heritage issue (now conceded by Broadland)

Landscape issues

5-year housing land supply

The recreational site allocation BRU3.

The Inquiry is a 7-day Inquiry, and the Inspector will visit Brundall on 6th October. QL were contesting the merits of the figures in the 5YHLS. They also stated that the recreational offer is above and beyond what they need to offer. They pointed out that parking on the Council’s plans for the land east were flawed and that the Meadow View access has constraints. Brundall Future gave comments.
10. Brundall Sports Hub- 

The Committee would like to find out more about its influence in the future running of the Sports Hub and for this to be discussed by the Council. It would like to know what are the Councils intentions as to what role CDROB, the community and wider public can play in its operations in future? The Clerk explained that this could be put to the Council for consideration but that it is the Council’s intention to put the running of the Sports Hub out to tender and that the future set up of the operator will be subject to further consideration and scrutiny.
11. Health with Recreation
With the Letter of Intent in mind the Committee supports that the CDROB identity needs to be updated with more health and wellbeing in its objectives. Thought was given to a possible new exhibition or consultation with the village to this end. Mike offered to look into a website survey and will work with the Clerk to see if this is viable on the PC current website. The youth needs to also be heard within this exercise. One good way of ensuring that the community is kept engaged is to send out newsletters or regular communications to all groups in the parish. I.e., to key people. This must include the school, Snowy’s and the Scouts to reach the young people. If this is done it was felt that this would initiate a dialogue. If no information comes back this could be regarded as tacit consent.
Gill will draft a paper for the next PC Meeting but will pass this by the Committee before issuing. Peter asked for careful handling of information regarding the current GDPR regulations.

Regarding health and how to improve the health of the community via this committee it was felt that a review of the Committee name of CDROB could be changed to something incorporating well-being. From that point on a more cohesive role could bring together all of the recreational groups in the village, the Memorial Hall groups, Allotments, parkrun, church groups etc. The Library must be included as this is a key organisation that helps with wellbeing. All will try to come up with a suggested name change by the next meeting but the Clerk will bring this up at the next PC Meeting to see how the Council receives this suggestion. Richard will contact the Co-op he is a member of to see how they can help with healthy eating plans perhaps. Marianne will approach Tess at the Library to see how they can be of help. A list of ideas for this new project needs to be collated along with a calendar of events.

The Clerk will find out if there is a budget that the Committee could have ongoing access to as presently there is no budget for CDROB. If the PC is in agreement via the Advisory and Scrutiny Committee, the Terms of Reference will need to be reviewed with regard to name changes, budgetary access and an extension of activities.

The Chairman of the Land Management Committee will be invited to all future CDROB Meetings.

12. Cycleways
With the dangers our children and residents face with ever increasing traffic it was agreed to get Cycleways back on the Agenda. The Clerk will send out the last map that was set out with the project and to incorporate FP1 having a diversion into Westfield Road for better safety to and from the schools. The committee can begin to try to link up suggested redirected routes to help residents more.
