	Full scheme details 
	Request for closure of railway level crossing @ St Michaels Way within rail boundary only of Brundall FP5.
This application is in the interest of  public and passenger safety concerns at the crossing.

This crossing has trains passing at up to 60mph with limited sighting of trains approaching from the Norwich direction due to track curvature and vegetation. The approaches are very steep with no position of safety at the top of the embankment to make an informed decision to cross the line. The new trains on this line accelerate faster and are much quiter then the previous stock. This can make it more difficult for the user to hear them aporaching.
The crossing also has Whistle boards to protect users, these are only a partial mitigation and should not be relied upon as there is a chance of human error from the driver missing the board and not giving the warning to Pedestrians and drivers do not blow their horn between 00:00 and 06:00 so no warning would be given to any crossing user. The whislte boards also present an environmental noise hazard to the railway neighbours on St Michaels Way, Strumpshaw Road and surrounding area.
A sperate application for permanent extinguishment of the level crossing is being processed.
