2. Declarations of Interests

3. Minutes of Meeting 7th December 2020

5. Co-options and resignations
Marianne Gibbs has resigned. A letter of thanks is to be sent by the Chairman.
Tom Woods has been proposed to be co-opted onto the Committee. He will represent the Church.
6. Public Participation (15 mins) 
7. Cycleways
The Clerk has not yet had the opportunity to meet with the footpath officer at Highways to find out what it entails to further the project on the locations between Brigham Close and Highfield Avenue with a detour into Westfield Road. Funding is also being sought via various sources. A good source is the Green Infrastructure Fund (GI fund) and the Pooled CIL funding which needs to be in by October 2021.
8. Draft letter of Accord between the Memorial Hall, Yare Valley Churches and Brundall Parish Council
The final draft Letter of Accord is now with the 3 Organizations, Parish Council, Church and Memorial Hall for adoption. 
9. Health and Wellbeing with Recreation
The sub-group consisting of Mike Savory, Daniel Smith, and the Clerks is working to co-ordinate all ideas for communication of recreation linked to health and wellbeing. Mike gave his report as to th4e actions since the last meeting:
On a village walkabout Dan and Mike discussed the issues at hand.

The current website is being “tidied up.”

The proposed website has much content to be finalized before it goes live.
The Committee have had the opportunity to view the two documents- Social Isolation and the Business Plan.

Mike is working on the upcoming social media sites and is currently preparing the images to be uploaded from the village.

With the Land East of Brundall Memorial upcoming consultation, Dan and Mike are working on how best to communicate and consult with the village and it is clear the questions asked must be “watertight”.

There are plans to communicate with all groups in the village, introduce the project and link in (hopefully to create long term connections).

This will be done via online surveys but there will be a leaflet drop for those not online.

At some point consideration as to content for the community pages will be needed. I.e., Cycleways, land east Memorial Hall project etc.

Chris Whitehouse offered assistance towards this subgroup work.

10. Land East of Brundall Memorial Hall
Tom Woods was introduced to the group He is the Church’s new Sports Worker and will be available to help develop the plans for sports and recreation in Brundall. It was agreed that the Memorial Hall is key to all of the plans working alongside the Parish Council and Recreation Committee to achieve the goals via the available funding.
11. Brundall Sports Hub- 

The subgroup is meeting monthly to ensure the plans for the construction and the tender for the Operator run smoothly. The issues at hand still to be resolved are who will remove the UKPN transformer and the felling of the trees and hedging line to make way for the 3G pitch. The new Summary on many pages (SOMP) will be used to get the information to the parish and is posted on the website as a working document. Within the Conditions for the planning application (20191377) there is the need to discharge the sewer and surface water conditions plus the reptile survey.
At this point in the meeting Daniel Smith arrived. He was thanked for the 2 reports produced - the Business Plan and Social Isolation   paper towards Health and Recreation in Brundall.
