It was agreed with a majority vote and 1 abstention to accept the minutes as an accurate record.

8. Cycleways
Julie queried Blofield cycleway as it appeared to be slightly different to our proposed schemes.* 

The Cycleways project may have to consider electric scooters. Tom mentioned the Beryl Cycle scheme. Does this extend to Brundall? With the recent attempted injury to a child on the Street and the 2 prior hit and runs, this scheme is even more important to achieve. The double yellow lines on the Street and further into Highfield will shift the parking elsewhere.
Sharon is progressing the funding applications and appraisals of the two phase one routes.
9.  Health and Wellbeing with Recreation
Mike is working through the questions from the 2013 Parish Plan Survey to ensure they are relevant today. A meeting is planned between Mike and the Clerk to prepare the draft for the next Meeting.
10. Young people in Brundall
This item is now a standing item on the Committee Agenda. 

Julie mentioned that trying to engage young people in Brundall has been tried a few times before. Chris and Gill have spoken and are prepared to write a Paper to set up a council for young people. Tom asked what it could look like? A Youth forum or part of the Recreation and Wellbeing Committee. All agreed it must be presented as inviting to young people or it will not work. Chris offered to work with Tom to discuss ways forward. *
It was agreed that the PC must take the lead on this. The Clerk will enquire about the Rackheath Scheme to see if it is still in operation. *

It was noted that there are 3 Youth Clubs run by the Church in Brundall already. Ages 5-11, 12+ and young adults.
11. Developing more Wildlife on Open Spaces and Verges in Brundall
Rob Aram spoke about this initiative and the upshot is that Tim will be asked to lead the subgroup to be set up consisting of a representative of this Committee (LCB), Friends of Cremer’s (To be arranged), Land Management (GA) and Tim. Peter suggested consulting how the village feels plus the village groups. A question on the subject could be included in the upcoming survey.
The Clerk had been asking the resident who is requesting rewilding and the areas put forward that the PC control are:

Top of Berryfields and the verges to the end

Postwick Lane – areas past Roman Drive to Holmesdale.(Although this must not impact on the width of the footway.

12. Brundall Sports Hub- 

Progress is still slow. A meeting took place with the owner of the land for the 3G pitch to discuss the transformer poles ahead of taking ownership. The pre-commencement conditions are being worked through. The Reptile survey is now not required. Water percolation testing and sewer/power and water connections are being addressed.
