It was agreed to write to Josh Whitwood and enquire if he is still willing to continue following an absence of 6 months.*
3. Declarations of Interests
None.
4. Minutes of Meeting 11th January 2021
It was agreed with a majority vote and 1 abstention to accept the minutes as an accurate record.

5. Matters arising not on Agenda – As on Agenda
6. Co-options and resignations
None.
7. Public Participation (15 mins) inters
Julie Swift addressed the meeting as a leader of 2nd Brundall Scouts. She was attending as an interested party for the Cycling item as the route is close to the Hut and the recently approved Quantum Land application entrance/exit point to the housing is very close to the Scout Hut.
She was attending to see it the Committee could somehow be of benefit to the Scouts. It was agreed by all that the Committee should keep the Scouts briefed rather than Julie having to attend the meetings. Mike said the upcoming items 11 and 12 will clarify the plans to consult the community groups. Peter indicated how important it is to now expect the young groups to approach the Committee but for it to reach out to them.
It was agreed to copy the Scouts into the Minutes. Peter Leech left the meeting at this point.

8. Cycleways
The Clerk had a meeting with Sally Hoare at Broadland DC who was filling in for the Green Infrastructure role until a new Officer is appointed. It was agreed that it may be necessary to expand the routes from Brigham Close through to Westfield Road and to link up the route from the cul de sac at the bottom of Berryfields through to the proposed new Run Dike (Witton Run) footpath planned in via the S106 monies for the QL development. It may be possible to use the S106 monies for the outer linkages, including further back to the Sports Hub. Julie Swift indicated that one the housing estate is in occupation the drop offs and pick ups at the Scout will be even harder than they are already. Any way to alleviate this by encouraging cycleways/shared cycleways will be of benefit. The Committee plans to watch the reserved matters process carefully to see how to achieve the aspirations for new shared cycleways. Cllr Buckley mentioned to request for a new bus stop at Blofield Road – bottom end near to Highfield Avenue.*
9. Draft letter of Accord between the Memorial Hall, Yare Valley Churches and Brundall Parish Council
The final draft Letter of Accord was approved at full Council on 22nd February and presented to this Committee. Three copies are currently circulating for signature by the leaders of the 3 organisations.
10. Presentation of the New Terms of Reference for this Committee under the new name of Recreation and Well-being Committee for Brundall
The Terms of Reference for this newly named committee had been presented to full Council on 22nd February and was approved.
11. And 12. Health and Wellbeing with Recreation
The sub-group consisting of Mike Savory, Daniel Smith, and the Clerk has been working to co-ordinate all ideas for communication of recreation linked to health and wellbeing. Mike gave his report as to the actions since the last meeting:
A meeting was held earlier today to further discuss progress and make plans to get the consultations underway. Mike has researched all PC websites in Norfolk to find out the best and worst. Daniel has created the skeleton of the new Community Website. The consultation of the parish to find out what residents want will be based on the 2013 parish plan.  Firstly, it is planned to talk to all the community groups in the parish in order to ensure the questions are relevant today. The Memorial Hall and the S106 land will also be included so the Committee has data on how to develop this area.
The Clerk will be starting to compile the list of groups to contact and get this underway. The contacts in the local publications will be used as an aide. The questionnaire will be advertised to all residents online and in the notice boards and shops etc. The Committee will trial the first draft. Once the questionnaire is completed and analyzed, the Letter of Accord will be the basis upon which the action plans are set out. *
12. Developing more Wildlife on Open Spaces and Verges in Brundall
The letter from the resident requesting that verges and open spaces are maintained with more sympathy to wildlife has been discussed by the full Council and Land Management Committee. It has been suggested that this Committee works with the resident to trial 2-3 areas in Brundall to test how this could work on a wider level. The Friends of Cremer’s meadow have been approached to develop Policy for Wildlife in Brundall.  This will be drafted in due course. It was suggested that a sub-group to include the resident be formed to further this initiative. Possible representation from this Committee, Land Management and Cremer’s Meadow. *
13. Brundall Sports Hub- 

The pre-commencement conditions are being worked through. This is taking a lot of time and issues arising regarding the transformer poles, reptiles survey, water percolation testing and sewer connections are being addressed. The land transfer is also pending.
