Minutes of the Recreation and Well-being for Brundall Committee

Meeting Date 22nd January 2022 (7pm - Saint Laurence Centre, Brundall)
Housekeeping:

The Chairman of the Meeting explained the emergency procedures and recording practice.

1. Declarations of Interests None.
2. Minutes of Meeting 8th November 2021
It was resolved to accept the minutes as an accurate record.

3. Matters arising not on Agenda – None
Co-options and resignations – The Clerk reported that at this point and having missed meeting for over 6 months, Josh Whitwood has had to be removed from the Committee. 

It was resolved to recommend Mr. Mehmet Yaman to be co-opted onto the Committee. Mr. Yaman will be on the Committee as a member of the public.
4. Public Participation (15 mins) 
District Councillor for the Brundall Ward spoke of a grant available of up to £500 to plant trees as part of the Queens Jubilee celebrations. Details on the Broadland and S. Norfolk website – applications to be in by 31st January 2022.
Tree Warden Richard Farley already has £700 in place for tree planting as part of the Broadland Tree Network’s tree planting plans. He mentioned that the Norfolk County Council took all the trees that the BTW had planned to use. It was agreed that, as with funding granted trees must be planted by March 2022, this leaves little time to make plans.
5. Update on Parish Council Matters
The Sports Hub due to spiraling costs a revised proposal will be taken back to full Council with plans to achieve an 11v11. The Council is working on improvements surrounding road safety and are looking at the Street environment. Regarding the land east of Brundall Memorial Hall, the subgroup met with Blofield Parish Council on 15th December with talks surrounding the setting up of a CIO to run the Country Park land. Cllr Buckley reported a slight hitch in the creation of the bridge for Marty’s Marsh and Cremer’s Meadow. The sticking points were in the wordings stating that Brundall PC would have to be responsible for any replacement and future maintenance of the bridge. Blofield have stated they will revisit the resolution.
The watercourse works is now underway and will be completed in late March.

6. Update on Yare Valley Churches matters.

Tom was absent and so could not deliver his report.
7. Update on Brundall Memorial Hall matters. 
8. As Rev Leech has announced he is leaving the parish, it may be that his vacancy will have to be filled. He was absent for the meeting and so could not deliver his report.

9. Health and Wellbeing with Recreation
A video detailing the village survey results is available and will be shared with all stakeholders and on the PC website. Cllrs Savory and Gabillia were thanked for their efforts. It was agreed that the Committee has a clear mandate to develop the open spaces to be gifted. The Clerk reminded the Meeting that it is the parish council’s wish that this Committee leads on the project to develop the open spaces in closer partnership with Brundall Memorial Hall. Cllr Davis mentioned the need to consider the environment in developing the plans but the impact of e.g., a MUGA is balanced by the need for fitness and recreation leading to wellbeing for all. The village green area will be developed sympathetically. Richard mentioned light pollution from the Golf range and the need for the attenuation ponds. This issue will have to be carefully managed with thought given to fencing, signage etc. Cllr Davis agreed to look at the issue of the Golf Course lighting and whether it has been expanded. The timelines of the Hopkins housing were explained – Spring to begin construction and first occupation of houses in late 2023.
10.  Report by Cllrs Gabillia and Savory on the Council’s impact on the environment
Cllr Gabillia explained the report and said it will be made available online once it is approved at full Council.

The purpose of the report was to consider the Council’s impact on the village environment to enable it to travel (progress) to phase 2 – objectives. Mehmet explained that Norfolk County Council is advertising for a car charging vehicle engineer so there should be a contact there to access for advice. Cllr Davis was impressed by the report and commended the Committee and Cllrs Savory and Gabillia. He intends to share it with other Councils.
It was resolved to accept the report and forward it to full Council for adoption.

11. Land East of Brundall Memorial Hall

Country Park

It was resolved to recommend Cllrs Savory, Gabillia and Wilkins to be on the subgroup to join Blofield Parish Council to form a CIO and develop this open space. This needs to be approved at full Council.

Village Green

It was resolved to recommend Richard Farley, Cllrs Whitehouse, Gabillia and Savory to form a working subgroup to help develop the Village Green open space area. The Memorial Hall has been approached to put forward theirs suggested representatives.
12. Wildlife Vision policy

It was resolved to advertise for people to form a working group to help realize the policy visions for Brundall
13. Carbon Neutral Policy for Brundall
Cllr Gabillia reported on the commissioning of the air quality tubes and those eight areas have now been identified in the village and will be forwarded to the Broadland contact Will Gorrod to progress the one-year exercise. The 8 areas were agreed to be forwarded.

Broadland are keen to add Brundall to its air quality measuring program of twenty-nine parishes and towns. Hellesdon had the highest nitrous oxide reading but is still low in comparison to the rest of the country. The data will assist the Council to plan its infrastructure and use the data to achieve improved air quality.
14. Cycleways

The costings were presented to the Council and the Clerk’s next task is to establish when and how to access the funding streams available.
